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Creating A Children's Story Using Virtues
1) You are to create a children's story using one of the “Virtues” you have explored as inspiration.

2) Pick one of the virtues to use as a theme for your story.

3) Read carefully the Rubric that is on the top of this page.  Make sure you know what is expected of you.
4) You are to create a rough copy of a children's story using the virtue you have picked.  The virtue should be what the main “lesson” of the story is about. Then you are to create a children’s book out of your story.  Your story will include graphics; drawings, photos, sketches, etc.  Remember that often children's stories use animals that talk as character.  You may do this if you wish.  The only stipulation on characters is that it must be your own creation.  Therefore, "Sponge Bob Square Pants" may not be your main character.
5) Produce a computer-generated good copy of your story. If you would like to you can create your story as a Power Point. You may also hand Draw/Write your book.  If you wish your illustrations may be hand drawn.
6) Your story must be at least 12 pages long and it must include an illustration for each page. Remember that typically there are only 2-3 sentences per page, I’m not looking for 12 full pages.  There should be 12 pages with 2-3 sentences on each.
