Creating an Action Scene

1. You are to create an action scene.  An action scene is a scene where only action takes place, there are no words.

2. In order to do this you still must have a script.  Again it will be a script of action instead of a script of dialogue.

3. With your partner or partners, you will discuss what your scene is going to be about and who each person will portray.  Each person must be a specific character in the scene.

4. Write your script like you would normally for dialogue, but instead of speaking words write down descriptions of what each person is going to do.

Example;

James:
Walks over to stage left and picks up water picture from the DL table.  Pours a glass of water and takes a drink.

Mary:
Crosses from behind the couch and sits on the UR chair by the dining room table.  Picks up a piece of paper and starts to read.  We see her starting to get upset.  She stands and crosses over to James.

James:
Turns and faces Mary.  Gives her a look that says, yes it’s true.

Mary:
Takes the paper and throws is at James’ feet.  Then she slaps him across the face and walks away from him to DR.

James:
Picks up the paper, folds in very neatly and puts it into his pocket.

5. This is an example of how the middle of a scene might be written out.  Your scene does need to have a beginning, middle, and an end.

6. Also everyone in your group must be a part of your scene.

7. The only “real” props that can be used for your scene are chairs.  Everything else must be made of “space substance”.

8. As far as length of your scene.  It should be at least one minute long per person in your group.  Therefore if you have two people in your group, it must be at least two minutes long.  If you have four people in your group, it must be four minutes long.

9. You must have at least two people in your scene and may not have more than four.
